1.1 BUTTERFLIES

No Matter how long you have been Christian, you need transformation. Because: Transformation is a continuous process. Transformation is a dynamic process.

2.2.1 Therefore, I urge you, brothers - Therefore
Therefore is an adverb and means consequently, for that reason. 
Therefore connects two ideas and the second idea is the result of the first one. 
2.2.2 Therefore, I urge you, brothers - To urge

To urge is to insist on something, to advice, to recommend, to beseech. 
To urge can also mean to beg, to warn, to implore, to request. 
There is a necessity, an obligation, a responsibility. Paul wants people to take their responsibility. Paul urges people to be responsible, to achieve their duties. It is urgent to do so.
2.2.3 Therefore, I urge you, brothers, in view of God’s mercy - In view of 

       God’s mercy
God’s mercy is: God’s compassion, God’s kindness, God’s humanity, God’s forgiveness, God’s love. 
Because of God’s compassion, God’s kindness, God’s humanity, God’s forgiveness, God’s love; Paul urges Romans to do three things: 
1. To offer your bodies
2. To do not conform any longer 
3. To be transformed.

2.3 WHAT IDEA PRECEDE “THEREFORE” IN CHAPTITER TWELVE
Therefore, I urge you, brothers, in view of God’s mercy: Eleven chapters precede this statement of Paul in the beginning of chapter twelve.
Let us go succinctly through the eleven chapters to understand what Paul explained and analyzed. It will help us to understand after “therefore”
2.3.1 God’s plan of salvation 
Romans 1: 16: The gospel is the power of God for the salvation of everyone who believes
Romans 1: 20: God is perfect 
Romans 3: 10-12: We are all sinners 

Romans 3: 22-24: Righteousness comes through faith in Jesus Christ; Justification comes through the redemption that came by Jesus-Christ 
Romans 5: 8-9: God proved His mercy by this: While we were still sinners, Christ died for us 

Romans 6: 23: Justification in Christ Jesus is a gift of God

2.3.2 Responsibility of mankind to receive God’s mercy 
Romans 10: 9-10: If you confess with your mouth, "Jesus is Lord," and you believe in your heart, you will be saved 
To believe: To accept as true not in your head but in your heart.
The head need to understand and the heart to accept as true.
Romans 10: 13: Call on the name of the lord to be saved
CALL FOR SALVATION: TODAY IS THE DAY OF SALVATION

I believe that all of us have made the first stage of transformation and we need to continue in it. 
2.3.3 Consider the kindness and continue in the kindness  

Romans 11: 22a: Consider the kindness and sternness of God 
Romans 11: 22b: Continue in the kindness of God: Otherwise, you also will be cut 
2.3.4 Now, we understand the idea that precede “therefore” is God’s 
       mercy

Paul explained and analyzed what God’s mercy is. God’s mercy concerns the basic gospel: It concerns God’s plan of salvation for mankind. 
Because of God’s mercy, Paul urges brothers:
III TO OFFER YOUR BODIES 
To offer your bodies means: To present your bodies, to surrender your bodies, to give up your bodies.
You don’t belong any more to yourself.
To offer your bodies is not a one time offering: On daily basis, present yourself, offer yourself. 

3.1 AS LIVING SACRIFICES
To offer your bodies AS LIVING SACRIFICES, 
Sacrifice is some thing that cost. Sacrifice has a price. Your life has a cost. God doesn’t need dead body which doesn’t have a price but living body which has a price. Offer your life to God.
3.2 HOLY
To offer your bodies as living sacrifices, HOLY
Holy is: Set apart, consecrated, not as an instrument of sins.

3.2.1 Holiness prepare us to see God: Without holiness no one will see the Lord: Hebrews 12: 14 

3.3 PLEASING TO GOD
To offer your bodies as living sacrifices, holy and PLEASING TO GOD
Pleasing is: Acceptable, pleasant, agreeable.
3.3.1 Those controlled by the sinful nature cannot please God: 
Romans 8: 8

3.4 THIS IS YOUR SPIRITUAL ACT OF WORSHIP

To offer your bodies as living sacrifices, holy and pleasing to god--THIS IS YOUR SPIRITUAL ACT OF WORSHIP

Your spiritual act of worship: Reasonable service 
Spiritual act of worship is opposed to physical act of worship. 

Spiritual act of worship is spiritual act of reverence, act of adoration. 

Offer your bodies is worship: Worship is a reasonable service to God: A service to God is a ministry.

You offer your body to God is a Ministry to God.

To conform is obey the rules, to comply with, to follow, to be traditional 

Do not conform any longer: Before you obey the rules, you comply with, you follow, you are traditional. Now do not obey the rules, do not comply with, not follow, not be traditional.
